The aim of the article is to analyse semantic peculiarities of the lexical unit educa-
tional management in the modern English language and to define semantic structure of
this lexical unit. Lexico-semantic variants that compose the structure of the lexical unit
educational management have been defined; hierarchical structure of each lexico-semantic
variant has been described; semantic structure of the lexical unit educational management
has been shown in the form of arranged sets of semes — sememes in the present paper. It
has been found out that each lexico-semantic variant of the lexical unit educational man-
agement contains an archiseme, differential semes and potential semes. The research has
shown that the lexical unit educational management is polysemantic; examination of the set
of all the meanings it contains will allow us to reveal the field and frame structures of the
concept EDUCATIONAL MANAGEMENT in the modern English language.
